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The fibreglass body was prepared in 1963 but lay dormant as other WSM’s were built to customer demand by designer and racer Douglas Wilson-Spratt . . 
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Douglas applied 208’s bodywork in his Peel workshop in 1998, but then restoration of his aircraft took precedence.  Colmworth Classic Cars in Bedfordshire, England completed the build to race specification in 2008 . . 
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In May 2009 the 88 year old designer was at Croft in Yorkshire where the ‘Chiron’ blue car registered DWS 97 made its race debut in the ‘Equipe’ GTS series alongside WSM 210 . . 
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The car has Class wins at Brands Hatch, Silverstone, Zandvoort and Le Mans, including fastest laps, and remains in W-S family ownership.
