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Produced in 1963 as a third lightweight WSM for Douglas, the fibreglass body lay dormant while customer cars were prepared.  After a move in 1976 to the Isle of Man, work began to complete 208 but as aviation projects took precedence, the car was moved from Peel to Glen Vine in 2007 for running gear  . . 
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In 2008 the car was shipped to England where Colmworth Classic Cars were to complete the car in competition trim, and in the ‘Chiron’ blue of WSM 206, the first lightweight . . 
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In May 2009 Douglas supervised the car’s debut at Croft alongside WSM 210 with the ‘Equipe’ GTS series . .

At Brands Hatch in June 2009 the car joined WSM’s 202 and 210 for two races. Race one produced a class win and fastest lap, but retirement in race two after fastest lap and leading the class . . 
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The bi-annual LM Story event on the Bugatti circuit at Le Mans saw WSM 208 lead the class in both races with fastest lap before retirement . .
